Judge Blanchettc~ acknowledged the birthdays of his administrative assistant, Audrey lPelly and 
Cheryl Pounds, Chief Deputy District Clerk. 

A motion was made by Commissioner Walston to approve the consent agenda: 
Commissioners Court minutes of January 18th (Jan. 14th had already been approved)

County AuditOJr monthly report County Treasurer monthly report 
The motion was seconded by Commissioner Marshall. All voted yes and none no. SEE 
ATTACHED REPORTS. 

The County Aud~tor opened and read aloud bids received for road materials, culverts, and 
cracked fuel oil for road and bridge. Bids were received from: 
Bryan & Bryan Cleveland Asphalt Products 
Big 4 Inc. ... Jack Alexander Conroe Wood Products 
Wilson Culverts 
Commissioner 'Walston motioned to table consideration of these bids until Friday, March 14th. 
The motion was seconded by Commissioner Nash. All voted yes and none no. 

The County Auditor opened and read aloud the one bid received for petroleum products for 
road and bridgc~ and the sheriff's office. The bid was from Gardner Oil. Commissioner 
Walston motioned to table consideration until Friday, March 14th for comparison to last year's 
bid. CommissiOlfler Nash seconded this motion. All voted yes and none no. 

The County Clerk reported an election would be held on May 10th on the issue "for" or "against" 
the incorporation of Ivanhoe. She stated that an election judge was required to reside in the 
Ivanhoe territory. Mrs. Gregory reported the election workers for voting precinct#3 could serve 
as clerks, but since they were not a resident of Ivanhoe, none of them could be the judge. A 
motion was mad,e by Commissioner Nash and seconded by Commissioner Walston to appoint 
Nancy Bodden as the election judge; and, authorize her to have two clerks All voted yes and 
none no. 

The County Clerk presented the certification from the Voter Registrar concerning.the two issues 
for a local OptiOlil election. Both issues need 509 qualified signatures. The certification was 335 
qualified signatures on the petitions: "The legal sale of mixed beverages in restaurants by food 
and beverage celtificate holders only". The certification was 405 qualified signatures on the 
petitions: "The lc~gal sale of beer and wine for off-premise consumption only". Being uncertain 
as to the required action, a motion was made by Commissioner Nash and seconded by 



Commissioner Walston to table consideration of the petitions until Friday, March 14,2008. All 
voted yes and none no. 

Judge Blanchetttte reported the second amended contract was not ready on last Friday; and that 
Joe Smith needs to have some of his questions answered in review of the "rough" draft. This 
contract is tied to the Hurricane Rita Disaster Recovery supplemental grant funding of 
$4,994,540. DU(~ to time constraints, Commissioner Nash motioned to approve the contract with 
ORCA, pending the approval of the District Attorney; and, authorize Judge Blanchette to 
execute the contract after the DA's approval. The motion was seconded by Commissioner 
Hughes. All voted yes and none no. Commissioner Nash thanked David Waxman for the many 
laborious hours be had spent assisting the members of the court.

County Treasur{~r reported the interest rate was "down a little"

SECTION 1 PARTIES TO CONTRACT 

This contract and agrE~ement is made and entered into by and between the Office of Rural Community 
Affairs, an agency of the State of Texas, referred to as the "Office", and Tyler County, referred to as 
the "Contractor". The parties have severally and collectively agreed and by the execution are bound 
to the mutual obligations and to the performance and accomplishment of the described tasks. 

SECTION 2. CONTRACT PERIOD 

This contract and agre~ement shall commence on February 6March 24, 2008, and shall terminate on 
February 5March 23, 2010,unless otherwise specifically provided by the terms of this contract. 

SECTION 3. !CONTRACTOR PERFORMANCE 

The Contractor shall cl:>nduct, in a satisfactory manner as determined by the Office, a community 
development program, referred to as Texas CDBG Disaster Recovery Grant and allocated under 
Chapter 9 of Title II of the Emergency Supplemental Appropriations Act for Defense, the Global War 
on Terror, and Hurricane Recovery, 2006 (Public Law 109-234, approved June 15, 2006) and Title I of 
the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974,as amended (42 U.S.C. Sec. 5301 et seq.), 
referred to as the Act ..

B. The Contractor shelll give the United States Department of Housing and Urban Development, the 
Inspector General, the General Accounting Office, the Auditor of the State of Texas, an office or 
agency of the State of Texas, and the Office, or any of their duly authorized repre~entatives, access to 
and the right to examine all books, accounts, records, reports, files, and other papers, things, or 
property belonging to or in use by the Contractor pertaining to this contract. Such rights to access 
shall continue as long as the records are retained by the Contractor. The Contractor agrees to 
maintain such records in an accessible location and to provide citizens reasonable access to such 
records consistent with the Texas Public Information Act. 

C. The Contractor shalll include the substance of this Section 7 in all subcontracts. 

SECTION 8. gEPORTING REQUIREMENTS 

A. The Contractor shall submit to the Office such reports on the operation and performance of this 
contract as may be required by the Office including but not limited to the reports specified in this 
Section 8. 

B. Each grantee must submit a quarterly performance report no later than 30 days following each 
calendar quarter, beginning after the first full calendar quarter after grant award and continuing until all 
funds have been expended and all expenditures reported. Each quarterly report will include 
information about the uses of funds during the applicable quarter including (but not limited to) the 
project name, activity, location, and national objective, funds budgeted, obligated, drawn down, and 
expended; the funding source and total amount of any non-CDBG disaster funds; beginning and 
ending dates of activitiEls; and performance measures such as numbers of low- and moderate- income 
persons or households benefiting . 

. C. The Contractor shall submit a Certificate of Expenditures to the Office no later than sixty (60) days 
after the contract termination date or at the conclusion of all contract activities as determined by the 
Office. The Certificate of Expenditures shall be in a format prescribed by the Office and shall be 
accompanied by a final Project Completion Report of all activities performed under. this contract. 
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D. In additiQn to. the IlimitatiQns Qn liability Qtherwise specified in this cQntract, it is expressly 
understQQd and agre1ed by the parties that if the CQntractQr fails to. submit to. the Office in a timely and 
satisfactQry manner any repQrt required by this cQntract, the Office may, at its so.le QptiQn and in its 
sQle discretiQn, withhold any Qr all payments Qtherwise due Qr requested by the CQntractQr. If the 
Office withhQlds such payments, it shall nQtify the CQntractQr in writing Qf its decisiQn and the reaSQns 
therefQre. Payments withheld pursuant to. this paragraph may be held by the Office until such time as 
the delinquent QbligatiQns fQr which funds are withheld are fulfilled by the CQntractQr. 

E. The CQntractQr is required to. immediately repQrt to. the Office any incident Qf criminal 
misapplicatiQn Qf TxCDBG funds. assQciated with this CQntract. 

SECTION 9. MONITORING 

The Office reserves the right to. perfQrm periQdic Qn-site mQnitQring Qf the CQntractQr's cQmpliance 
with the terms and cQnditiQns Qf this cQntract, assurance Qf nQn-duplicatiQn Qf beneficiaries and Qf the 
adequacy and timelim~ss Qf the CQntractQr's perfQrmances under this CQntract. After each mQnitQring 
visit, the Office shall prQvide the CQntractQr with a written repQrt Qf the mQnitQr's ~indings. If the 
mQnitQringrepQrts nQte deficiencies in the CQntractQr's perfQrmances under the terms Qf this cQntract, 
the mQnitQring repQrt :shall include requirementsfQr the timely cQrrectiQn Qf such Deficiencies by the 
CQntractQr. Failure by the CQntractQr to. take actiQn specified in the mQnitQring repQrt may be cause 
fQr suspensiQn Qr terminatiQn Qf this cQntract, as prQvided in SectiQns 17 and 18 Qf this cQntract. 

SECTION 10. INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR 

It is expressly understQQd and agreed by the parties that the Office is cQntracting with the CQntractQr 
as an Independent ContractQr, and that the CQntractQr, as such, agrees to. the extent allQwed by law 
to. hQld the Office harmless and to. indemnify the Office fremand against any and 'all claims, demands, 
and causes Qf actiQn ()f every kind and character which may be asserted by any third party Qccurring 
Qr in any way incident to., arising Qut Qf,Qr in cQnnectiQn with the services to. be perfQrmed by the 
CQntractQr under this GQntract. 

SECTION 11. SUBCONTRACTS 

A. Except fQr subcQntracts to. which the federallabQr standards requirements apply, the CQntractQr 
may subcQntract fQr pE~rfQrmances described in this CQntract withQut Qbtaining the Office's priQr written 
apprQval. The CQntractQr shall Qnly subcQntract fQr perfQrmances described in this CQntract to. which 
the federal labQr standlards requirements apply after the CQntractQr has submitted a SubcQntractQr 
Eligibility fQrm, as spe(::ified by the Office, fQr each such prQPQsed subcQntract, and the CQntractQr has 
Qbtained the Office's priQr written apprQval, based Qn the infQrmatiQn submitted, Qf the CQntractQr's 
intent to. enter into. such prQPQsed subcQntract. The CQntractQr, in subcQntracting fQr any 
perfQrmances describE~d in this cQntract, expressly understands that in entering into. such 
subcQntracts, the Office is in no. way liable to. the CQntractQr's subcQntractQr(s). 

B. In no. event shall any prQvisiQn Qf this SectiQn 11, specifically the requirement that the CQntractQr 
Qbtain the Office's priQr written apprQval Qf a subcQntractQr's eligibility, be CQnstrued as relieving the 
CQntractQr Qf the resp()nsibility fQr ensuring that the perfQrmances rendered under all subcQntracts are 
rendered so. as to. cQmply with all Qf the terms Qf this cQntract, as if such perfQrmances rendered were 
rendered by the CQntnlctQr. The Office's apprQval under SectiQn 11 dQes nQt cQnstitute adQptiQn, 
ratificatiQn, Qr acceptance Qf the CQntractQr's Qr subcQntractQr's perfQrmance. The Office maintains 
the right to. insist uPQn the CQntractQr's full cQmpliance with the terms Qf this cQntract, and by the act 
Qf apprQval under SectiQn 11, the Office dQes nQt waive any right Qf actiQn which may exist Qr which 
may subsequently acclrUe to. the Office under this CQntract. 
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C. The Contractor shall comply with 24 CFR Section 85.36, this contract and all applicable federal, 
state and local laws, regulations, and ordinances for making procurements under this contract. 

D. The Contractor shall maintain a retainage in the amount of five percent (5%) of each construction 
or rehabilitation subcontract entered into by the Contractor until the Office determines that the Federal 
labor standards requirements applicable to each such subcontract have been satisfied. 

SECTION 12. CONFLICT OF INTEREST 

A. The Contractor shall ensure that no employee, officer, 01" ageht of the Contractor shall participate 
in the selection, or in the award or administration of a subcontract supported by funds provided if a 
conflict of interest, rei:1I or apparent, would be involved. Such conflict of interest would arise when: 1) 
The employee, officer, or agent; 2) any member of his or her immediate family; 3) his or her partner; 
or, 4) any organization which employs, or is about to employ any of the above, has a financial or other 
interest in the firm or person selected to perform the subcontract. The Contractor shall comply with 
Chapter 171, Texas l.ocal Government Code and 24 C.F.R. 570.489(h) of the federal regulations. 

B. In all cases not governed by Subsection (A) of this Section, no persons specified in subsection (C) 
of this Section who exercise or have exercised any functions or responsibilities with respect to the 
activities assisted under this contract or any other CDBG contract or who are in a position to 
participate in a decision making process or gain inside information with regard to'such activities, may 
obtain a financial interest or benefit from the activity, or have an interest or benefit from the activity, or 
have any interest in any contract, subcontract or agreement with respect thereto,' or the proceeds 
thereunder, either for themselves or those with whom they have family or business ties during their 
tenure or for one year thereafter. 

C. The conflict of interest provisions of Subsection (B) apply to any person who is an employee, 
agent, consultant, officer, or elected official or appointed official of the Contractor, or of a subcontractor 
of the Contractor. 

D. The Contractor shall include the substance of this section in all subcontracts. 

SECTION 13. NONDISCRIMINATION, RELIGIOUS ACTIVITY, AND FAITH-BASED 
ORGANIZATIONS 

A. The Contractor shi:!11 ensure that no person shall on the ground of race, color, national origin, 
religion, sex, age, or handicap be excluded from participation in, be denied the benefits of, or be 
subjected to discriminiation under or be denied access to any program or activity funded in whole or in 
part with funds made available under this contract. 

B. Organizations that are religious or faith-based are eligible, on the same basis as any other 
organization, to participate in this program and activities funded under this contract. The Contractor 
receiving funds under this contract shall not discriminate against an organization on the basis of the 
organizations' religious character or affiliation. None of the performances rendered by the Contractor 
under this contract Shelll involve, nor shall any portion of the funds received by th~ Contractor under 
this contract, be used to engage in inherently religiOUS activities. Funds made available under this 
contract may not be used for the acquisition, construction, or rehabilitation of structures to the extent 
that those structures are used for inherently religious activities. Funds made available under this 
contract may be used 'for the acquisition, construction, or rehabilitation of structures only to the extent 
that those structures are used for conducting eligible activities. Where a structure is used for both 
eligible and inherently religious activities, funds made available under this contract may not exceed 
the cost of those portions of the acquisition, construction, or rehabilitation that are attributable to 
eligible activities in accordance with the cost accounting requirements applicable to funds provided 
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under this contract .. The Contractor shall comply with the regulations promulg~ted by the U.S. 
Department of Housing and Urban Development on faith-based activities at 24 C.F.R. Sec. 570.200(j). 

SECTION 14. LEGAL AUTHORITY 

'!'. Th~ Contractor as~ures and guarantees that the Contractor possesses the legal authority to enter 
Into thIs contract, reCE!IVe funds authorized by this contract, and to perform the services the Contractor 
has obligated itself to perform. 

B. The person or persons signing and executing this contract on behalf of the Cqntractor, or 
representing themselves as signing and executing this contract on behalf of the Contractor, do hereby 
warrant and guaranteE~ that he, she or they have been duly authorized by the Contractor to execute 
this contract on behalf' of the Contractor and to validly and legally bind the Contractor to all terms, 
performances, and provisions set forth. . 

C. The Office shall halve the right to suspend or terminate this contract if there is a dispute as to the 
legal authority of either the Contractor or the person Signing this contract to enter into this contract or 
to render performances. The Contractor is liable to the Office for any money it ha.s received from the 
Office for performance· of the provisions of this contract, if the Office has suspended or terminated this 
contract for reasons enumerated in this Section 14. 

SECTION 15. jLlTIGATION AND CLAIMS 

The Contractor shall giive the Office immediate notice in writing 011) any action, including any 
proceeding before an administrative agency, filed against the Contractor arising out the performance 
of any subcontract; and 2) any claim against the Contractor, the cost and expense of which the 
Contractor may be entiitled to be reimbursed by the Office. Except as otherwise directed by the 
Office, the Contractor shall furnish immediately to the Office copies of all pertinent papers received by 
the Contractor with respect to such action or claim. The Contractor shall provide a notice to the Office 
within 30 days upon filing under any bankruptcy or financial insolvency provision of law. 

SECTION 16. !~HANGES AND AMENDMENTS 

A. Except as specifically provided otherwise in this contract, any alterations, additions, or deletions to 
the terms of this contract shall be by amendment in writing and executed by both parties to this 
contract, as per the Memorandum of Understanding between the Office and TDHCA any contract 
amendments in excess of ten (10) percent of the amount of the contract must receive prior approval 
from the TDHCA gGovl9rning entity8eafG (entity authorized to administer the non-housing CDBG 
disaster recovery funds or for the Office, its management officials) 'Qr in accordance with alternative 
requirements as provided to the Contractor by the Office as allowed by the Action Plan. 

B. It is understood and agreed by the parties that performances under this contract must be rendered 
in accordance with the Act, the Regulations of the Office, assurances and certifications made to the 
Office by the Contractor, and the assurances and certifications made to the United States Department 
of Housing and Urban Development by the State of Texas with regard to the operation of the Texas 
Community Developme,nt Block Grant Program. Based on these considerations, and in order to 
ensure the legal and eflfective performance of this contract by both parties, it is agreed by the parties 
that the performances under this contract are amended by the provisions of the TxCDBG Project 
Implementation Manual. and any amendments thereto and may further be amended in the following 
manner: The Office malY from time to time during the period of performance of this contract issue 
policy directives which serve to establish, interpret, or clarify performance requirements under this 
contract. Such policy directives shall be promulgated by the Director of the TxCDBG in the form of 
TxCDBG issuances, shall have the effect of qualifying the terms of this contract and shall be binding 
upon the Contractor, as if written herein, provided however that the policy directives and any 
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amendments to the TxCDBG Project Implementation Manual shall not alter the terms of this contract 
so as to release the Office of any obligation specified in Section 4 of this contract to reimburse costs 
incurred by the Contractor prior to the effective date of the amendments or policy directives. 

~. Any alterations, additions, or deletions to the terms of this contract which are required by changes 
In Federal or State law or regulations are automatically incorporated into this contract without written 
amendment, and shall become effective on the date designated by such law or regulation. 

D. Notwithstanding Subsection A of this Section 16, the Contractor may make transfers of funds 
between or among budget categories of Exhibit B, Budget, without requiring an amendment to this 
contract, or otherwise requiring the Office's prior written approval provided that: 

1. The cumulativE~ dollar amount of all transfers among direct budget categories is equal to or 
less than ten percE~nt (10%) of the total amount of this contract as specified in'[ Section 4 (C); 

2. The transfer will not change the scope or objective of the projects funded under this contract; 
and 

-3. The Contractor submits a budget revision report to the Office, on a form specified by the 
Office, simultaneously with the submission of the Contractor's first request for payment following 
any such transfers made in accordance with this Subsection D. 

SECTION 17. ~SUSPENSION 

Notwithstanding the provisions of TEX. GOVT. CODE ANN. Chapter 2251, in the event the 
Contractor fails to comply with any term of this contract, the Office may, upon written notification to the 
Contractor, suspend this contract in whole or in part and withhold further payments to the Contractor, 
and prohibit the Contractor from incurring additional obligations offunds under this contract. 

SECTION 18. JERMINATION 

A. The Office shall have the right to terminate this contract, in whole or in part, at any time before the 
date of completion specified in Section 2 of this contract whenever the Office determines that the 
Contractor has failed to comply with any term of this contract. The Office shall notify the Contractor in 
writing prior to the thirtieth (30th) day preceding the date of termination of such determination; the 
reasons for such termination; the effective date of such termination; and in the case of partial 
termination, the portion of the contract to be terminated. -. 

B. Either of the parties to this contract shall have the right to terminate this contract, in whole or in 
part, when both parties agree that the continuation of the activities funded under this contract would 
not produce beneficial results commensurate with the further expenditure of funds; provided that both 
parties agree, in writingl, upon the termination conditions, including the effective date of such 
termination; and in the case of partial termination, the portion ofthe contract to be terminated. 

C. Upon termination or receipt of notice to terminate, whichever occurs first, the Contractor shall 
cancel, withdraw, or otherwise terminate any outstanding orders or subcontracts related to the 
performance of this contract or the part of this contract to be terminated, and shall cease to incur 
costs thereunder. The Office shall not be liable to the Contractor or to the Contractor's creditors for 
costs incurred after termination of this contract. 

D. Notwithstanding any exercise by the Office of its right of suspension under Section 17 of this 
contract, or of early termination pursuant to this Section 18, the Contractor shall not be relieved of any 
liability to the Office for damages due to the Office by virtue of any breach of this contract by the 
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Contractor. The Office may withhold payments to the Contractor until such time 'as the exact amount 
of damages due to the Office from the Contractor is agreed upon or is otherwise 'determined. 

SECTION 19. AUDIT 

A. The Contractor shall arrange for the performance of an annual financial and compliance audit of 
funds received and performances rendered under this contract, subject to the following conditions and 
limitations: 

1. (a) Audit Required-Federal Awards. Contractors expending $500,000 or more in Federal 
financial assistanc:e for any fiscal year, beginning with fiscal years ending January 31,2004 and 
after, shall have a Single audit conducted in accordance with the Single Audit Act Amendments of 
1996,31 U.S.C. 7:501, and OMS Circular No. A-133 - Revised as of June 27,2003, "Audits of 

. States, Local Gov~~rnments, and Non-Profit Organizations." Alternatively, Office may require a 
program specific audit for certain situations and when the Single Audit Act does not apply. For 
purposes of this Slsction 19, "Federal financial assistance" means assistance that non-Federal 
entities receive or administer in the form of grants, loans, loan guarantees, property (including 
donated surplus property), cooperative agreements, interest subsidies, insurance, food 
commodities, direct appropriations, and other assistance, but does not include amounts received 
as reimbursement for services rendered to individuals as described in OMS Circular A-133 
§_.205 (h) and § __ 205 (i). The term includes awards of Federal financial assistance received 
directly from Federal agencies, or indirectly through other units of State and 10,cal government. 

(b) Audit Required-State Financial Assistance. Contractors that expended $500,000 or more 
in total State Financial Assistance for any fiscal year, beginning with fiscal years ending January 
31, 2004 and after, shall have a single or program specific audit conducted for that year in 
accordance with provisions of the State of Texas Single Audit Circular and the Uniform Grant 
Management Standards (UGMS) as adopted June 2004. For purposes of this Section 19, "State 
Financial Assistance" (or cost reimbursement contract) means assistance that non-state entities 
receive or administer in the form of grants, loans, loan guarantees, property (including donated 
surplus property), cooperative agreements, interest subsidies, insurance, food commodities, and 
other assistance, but does not include amounts received as an reimbursement for services 
rendered to individuals as described in sec._.205 (t). "State Financial Assistance" (or cost 
reimbursement contract) is received directly from state awarding agencies or indirectly from pass­
through entities under a federal block grant. State financial assistance also dqes not include 
federal awards as defined by OMS Circular A-133. ' 

2. Audit Expenses. Notwithstanding Section 4, the Contractor shall utilize funds budgeted under 
this contract to pay for that portion of the cost of such audit services properly allocable to the 
activities funded by the Office under this contract, provided however that the Office shall not make 
payment for the cost of such audit services until the Office has received a satisfactory audit report 
and invoice, as detE~rmined by the Office, from the Contractor; the invoice submitted for 
reimbursement should clearly show the percentage of cost relative to the total single audit cost of 
the audit services. Therefore, when submitting a request for audit fees reimbursement, the 
Contractor shall submit an invoice that clearly shows the total cost of the audit and the 
corresponding prorc:lted charge per funding source. In addition, when applicable, an explanation 
shall be submitted with the reimbursement request supporting why the percentage of audit fee 
charges exceeds the percentage amount of TxCDSG funds expended of the total funds expended 
by the Contractor. 

3. The Contractor shall submit one (1) copy of the report of such audit to the Office within thirty 
(30) days after the (~ompletion of the audit, but no later than nine (9) months after the end of the 
Contractor's audit period (Le., after the Contractor's fiscal year end). The Contractor shall ensure 
that the audit report is made available for public inspection within thirty (30) da~s after completion 
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of the ~udit. Audits perforr:ned under Subsection A of this Section 19 are subject to review and 
resolution by the Office or Its authorized representative. The Contractor shall ensure the Audit 
Report submitted include either in the report or as part of the cover letter, auditor and contractor 
contact information, including contact person, mailing address, telephone, fax number and e-mail 
address. The Contractor shall ensure the Audit Report submitted also includes the submission of 
t~e CPA. Management Letter if a Management Letter was issued to the Contractor by it's CPA 
firm. Failure by the Contractor to submit a completed single audit package as described in the 
audit requirements by the required due date could affect funding for all existing contracts, eligibility 
to apply under the TxCDBG Program, and the issuance of new contracts for funding awards. 

4. Notwithstanding the requirements after paragraphs "A-1 through 3" of this Section 19, the 
Co~tr~ctor shall submit within 60 days after its fiscal year end an Audit Certification Form (ACF) or 
a similar statement. The ACF or statement will include information indicating if the Contractor has 
or has not met the $500,000 expenditure threshold that will require a Single Audit Report in 
accordance with the Uniform Grant Management Standards, Subpart C-Post Award 
Requirements, Section _.26 Audit, item (d). If the Contractor did not exceed the threshold, the 
Contractor shall include with the ACF or statement, a list of all open Office contracts providing 
financial assistance and the corresponding activity. Failure by the Contractor to submit an ACF or 
a similar statement or failure to submit a completed single audit package as described in the audit 
requirements by the required due date could affect funding for all existing contracts, eligibility to 
apply under the TxCDBG Program, and the issuance of new contracts for funding awards. 

5. Pursuant to the~ Texas Administrative Code §5.167(c), "Chapter 2105, Texas Government 
Code, requires that all subrecipients of federal block grants be included under the provisions of the 
Uniform Grant and Contract Management Standards." The Uniform Grant and Contract 
Management Stam:lards (UGMS) (D) sec._.400 requires "Recipients who are required to have a 
single audit and receive state or federal awards for more than one state agency shall have a state 
single audit coordinating agency. The governor's office shall designate a state single audit 
coordinating agency based upon the state awarding agency that provides the predominant 
amount of direct funding to a recipient and other factors, as appropriate, to ensure equitable and 
manageable workl()ads." Further, it is the Contractor's responsibility to make this request to the 
governor's office pursuant to the Texas Administrative Code §5.167(c)(2), "To have a state single 
audit coordinating agency designated a recipient must submit a written request to the Governor's 
Budget and Planning Office, P.O. Box 12428, Austin, Texas 78711. This request must list the 
state agencies providing financial assistance with the grant amounts for the year to be audited and 
indicate that the governing body has authorized the initiation of the single audit." 

B. Notwithstanding Subsection A of this Section 19, the Office reserves the right to conduct an annual 
financial and compliance review of funds received and performances rendered under this contract. 
The Contractor agrees to permit the Office or its authorized representative to audit the Contractor's 
records and to obtain alny documents, materials, or information necessary to facilitate such review. 

, 
C. The Contractor understands and agrees that it shall be liable to the Office for any costs disallowed 
pursuant to financial and compliance audit(s) of funds received under this contract. The Contractor 
further understands and agrees that reimbursement to the Office of such disallowed costs shall be 
paid by the Contractor 'from funds which were not provided or otherwise made available to the 
Contractor under this contract. 

D. The Contractor shaH take such action to facilitate the performance of such audit or audits 
conducted pursuant to this Section 19 as the Office may require of the Contractor. Contractor shall 
establish written stand~lrd operating procedures and internal controls to include the timely 
procurement of a CPA 'firm to start and complete the year end single audit report if applicable, in order 
to comply with contractual and regulatory requirements. The Office shall not release any funds for 
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any costs incurred by the Contractor under this contract until the Office has received a copy of any 
audit report required by this Section 19. 

E. The Contractor shall procure audit services through an open, competitive process at least once 
every four years.. ThE! auditor shall retain working papers and reports for a minimum of three years 
after the date of Issuance of the auditor's report to the auditee. Audit working papers shall be made 
available upon request to the Office at the completion of the audit, as a part of a quality review, to 
resolve audit findings, or to carry out oversight responsibilities consistent with the purposes of this 
part. Access to working papers includes the right to obtain copies of working papers, as is reasonable 
and necessary. 

F. Contractor understands that acceptance of funds under this contract acts as acceptance of the 
authority of the State Auditor's Office, or any successor agency, to conduct an audit or investigation in 
connection with those funds. Contractor further agrees to cooperate fully with the State Auditor's 
Office or its successor in the conduct of the audit or investigation, including providing all records 
requested. Contractor will ensure that this clause concerning the authority to audit funds received 
indirectly by subcontralctors through Contractor and the requirement to cooperate:is included in any 
subcontract it awards. 

SECTION 20. .ENVIRONMENTAL CLEARANCE REQUIREMENTS 

A. The Contractor unclerstands and agrees that by the execution of this contract the Contractor shall 
assume the responsibilities for environmental review, decision making, and other action which would 
otherwise apply to the Office under Section 5304(f) of the Act, in accordance with and to the extent 
specified in 24 CFR P~lrt 58. In accordance with Section 58.77(b) of such regulations, the Contractor 
further understands and agrees that the Contractor shall handle inquiries and complaints from 
persons and agencies seeking redress in relation to environmental reviews covered by approved 
certifications. 

B. Funds provided under this contract may be obligated and expended before the actions specified in 
this Section occur only for the following eligible activities: 

1. The payment oif reasonable planning and administrative costs related to the project; 

2. Environmental studies, including environmental clearance activities required by this Section; 
and 

3. The payment or reimbursement of reasonable project engineering and design costs incurred 
for this project. 

C. The Contractor shall/ prepare a written EnVironmental Assessment of its activities in accordance 
with 24 C.F.R. Part 58, Subpart E, and the TxCDBG Project Implementation Manual. The Contractor 
must then follow the stE~PS specified in this subsection to ensure compliance with the National 
Environmental Policy Act (NEPA). When the Environmental Assessment is completed, the Contractor 
must follow one of the following two (2) procedures.
